PA CareerLimk Bucks County is a one-stop employment and education center offering workforce
development services and programs. Our goal is to help job seekers and the business community build
a strong workforce in Bucks County. We help job seekers develop and meet employment goals through
participation and enrollment in our services and programs. We help businesses to find qualified job
applicants and administer programs for employers to benefit from significant cost savings through
participating in On-Job-Training (OJT) grant funded programs. Our assessment center assists the job
seeker to determine an appropriate career or training path and helps employers with training needs and

talent development.

Many of the CareerLink services are open to the general public. Some programs have eligible
requirements. A Career Resource Center is available at the Bristol and Perkasie locations for all
customers to enroll in our on-line job matching system, conduct job search, consult with professional
staff and register for workshops. The on-line job matching system is used to match job seekers with

open jobs posted by employers.

A series of job search skill workshops “Job Search 101" is offered to help increase job readiness.
Participants build a personal job search toolkit to include resumes, reference lists, sample cover & thank
you letters, and an interview prep kit. Choose from 9 workshops. Workshops are offered in Bristol and
Perkasie.Computer literacy workshops are offered in the Bristol center. The series starts with
Keyboarding & Mouse Skills, and E-mailing Basics. Windows & the Internet, and Microsoft Office —
Word, Excel, Outlook and Access are included in a class schedule offered each month.
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All new job seekers are invited to attend group facilitated orientation sessions. This is a “best first step’
to provide a comprehensive introduction to CareerLink services and to assure our customers have the

opportunity to benefit from referral to our operating partner organizations.
